· A Balanced Literacy Handbook explains in detail balanced literacy instructional approaches, offers sample of daily schedules, and describes the stages of literacy development.

· Shared Reading Lesson Plans for each Big Book is provided. A graphic organizer outlines six  easy-to-assemble “Center Activities”  to accompany each Big Book. 

· Guided Reading Lesson Plans for each title begins  with information on  “Matching  Readers with the book.” Also, clearly identified are the “Comprehension Strategies,” “Literacy Skills,”  and “ESL/ELL Skills” to be taught. 

· Appendix with its venous observations checklist, record keeping forms, and more.
